A regular meeting of the Council of the City of Bedford, Virginia, was held in the
Council Hall of the Municipal Building at 7:30 p.m., September 11, 2007.

Members present: Councilwoman Mary L. Food; Councilman Jeffrey B. Hubbard
(arrived a 7:34 p.m.); Councilman C. G. Stanley, Jr.; Councilman Thomas M. Padgett;
and Councilman James A. Vest.

Members absent: Mayor W. D. Tharp and Vice Mayor Robert T. Wandrei.

Staff present: City Manager Charles P. Kolakowski; City Attorney W. W. Berry, IV; and
Clerk of the Council Teresa W. Hatcher.

Clerk of Council Hatcher opened the meeting and led all present in saying the Pledge of
Allegiance to the Flag.

As Mayor Tharp and Vice Mayor Wandrei were not in attendance at the meeting, it was
necessary to elect aMayor ProTem.

Councilman Stanley moved that Councilman Vest serve as Mayor ProTem. The motion
was seconded by Councilman Padgett, voted upon and carried by the following roll call
vote:

On motion by Councilman Padgett, seconded by Councilwoman Food, voted upon and
carried, Council approved the minutes of the August 28, 2007, meeting.

City Manager Kolakowski reported on the following:

e The Matrixx Corporation has broken ground on its site and plans are being
reviewed for the construction.

e Centerfest — over 200 vendors have signed up; there will be a motorcycle show
and a car show, and arts and crafts

Councilman Hubbard arrived at 7:34 p.m.
e Stoney Creek Reservoir — twenty-five inches below the spillway as of today — if
no significant rain by tomorrow, voluntary conservation will begin on September
12.

The City Manager stated the City Code requires Council to approve any passenger rates
charged by licensed taxi operators in the City. The rates have not been adjusted for



several years, and the current licensed operator has requested an adjustment to reflect the
increased expenses. The City Manager reported that the proposed rates have been
reviewed and are comparable to those in the area.

Councilman Vest stated that the Finance Committee discussed the taxicabs rates.

carried by aroll call vote, Council adopted the proposed taxicab rate structure. Roll call
vote follows:

The Taxicab Rates follow as adopted:

Taxicab Rates
In-town Fares:
$3.00 pickup fee

$1.25 per ¥2 mile or partid Y2 mile for the first 5 miles with a 3-mile
minimum, $1.90 per mile after 5 miles

Extra adult passengers $1.50 each, one child under 12 free with each
paying adult

Package or bags carried into the home would be free for disabled or over
65 (disabled at driver's discretion). All others $1.00 per package carried
(no charge for customer self-carrying within reasonable abilities of the
vehicle).

Out-of-town fares would be the same, but the pickup fee would increase
by $0.40 per mile for more than 4 miles driving distance from the clock in
the center of town.

Ability to add a fuel surcharge onto the pickup fee equa to the amount of
regular unleaded gasoline over $3.00 per gallon (i.e. if fuel went to $3.25
per gallon, the pickup fee would be $3.00 plus a $0.25 fuel charge. If
gasoline was $3.00 or less, no additional fee).



The City Manager stated that after 13 years of distinguished service, Clarke Gibson has
left the position of Director of Public Services with the City of Bedford. Mr. Gibson is
now working for the Regional Landfill. Mr. Kolakowski stated that the City Staff wishes
him well. The City Manager also wished Mr. Gibson well and thanked him for the aid
that he gave when he started his position as City Manager.
